2021 was another relatively mild year in terms of temperatures. Yields were back up above average, and quality
was good, however, ripening was drawn out but this does give us loads of spice and a full basket of fruit flavours.
Whites were fragrant with subtle fruit profiles and reds showed great spice, elegant tannins and firm acid drive.
